THE SKINNY ON AIR FORCE SCHOLARSHIPS     
                                     

     Congratulations if you earned an AFROTC scholarship as a 

High School senior!  Our goal is to activate scholarships within 

10 days after fall classes begin.  You will complete all (or most) 

paperwork required for activation during Freshman Orientation.  

Staff members are here to explain forms and get your cadet 

record finalized.  With your cooperation, we can activate your 

scholarship on time!   
 

If you didn’t earn an AFROTC scholarship but 

want to be eligible as a freshman, here’s what you 

need to do: 

1) Perform well academically.  A minimum 2.5 GPA will make 

you a contender, but the national average for In College 

Scholarship winners is a 3.2 GPA.  Eleven freshman (58% of 

those eligible) and 11 sophomores (65% of those eligible) earned 

AF scholarships from Det 875 in 2007!   

2) Pass the AF Officer’s Qualifying Test.  Freshmen are 

expected to take this 3.5-hour exam in the fall semester.  It will 

be administered on Saturday, 27 Oct.  Practice questions and 

study guides are available online (Google AFOQT).   

3) Develop a personal fitness plan so you can rock our test every 

semester.  All AF cadets meet Tues & Thurs for mandatory 

physical training (PT), but you should be working out more 

often to build strength & endurance.  Exercise is a great stress 

reliever!  If you can’t pass our test or meet weight & fitness 

standards, you can’t compete for a scholarship.     

Cadets who meet eligibility criteria when grades are posted for 

the FALL 2007 term will automatically be nominated for a 

scholarship by Detachment staff.
